The following changes have been made to the tender announcement made on 20.07.2010 of the international tender for state purchase of service for provision of Georgian citizen eID card and eResidence (temporary and permanent) certificate with digital certificate by the LEPL Civil Registry Agency:
1. Instead of “In accordance with the Law “On State Purchase”, those willing to take part in the tender shall submit qualification data and a tender offer to the tender commission in the Georgian language, non-residents are allowed to submit documentation in foreign language translated into Georgian and certified by signature of an authorized representative of a candidate or by a notary (the preference is given to the Georgian version of all submitted documents)”, shall be “In accordance with the Law “On State Purchase”, those willing to take part in the tender shall submit qualification data and a tender offer to the tender commission in the Georgian language, non-residents are allowed to submit documentation in foreign language with attached notarized Georgian translation  (the preference is given to the Georgian version of all submitted documents)”.
2. Instead of “Presenter of the receipt confirming payment of tender fee together with the receipt shall submit a power of attorney issued by an authorized person of a candidate. Power of attorney drawn up in a foreign language shall be translated into Georgian and certified by an authorized person of a candidate or by a notary” shall be “Presenter of the receipt confirming payment of tender fee together with the receipt shall submit a power of attorney issued by an authorized person of a candidate. Power of attorney drawn up in a foreign language shall be submitted with an attached notarized Georgian translation”.
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
