Tender proposal submitted will be considered for an award only in case if:

2. The contender is not registered in the list of dishonest individuals at Georgian State Procurement Agency. Otherwise he will be immediately disqualified.
3. The contender submits tender proposal in accordance with the applicable laws and requirements of the procuring organization;
